GROWTH WEEK 2006 
 
Growth Week is April 16-22, 2006. The purpose of Growth Week is to have every chapter 
in the nation committed to run at least one project during the week with the purpose of 
attracting and recruiting members. With every chapter's participation, and the signing of just 
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one new member, we have the opportunity during Growth Week to bring in approximately 
1,500 new members to our organization. These 1,500 new members bring in new ideas and 
enthusiasm, and are the future leaders of our organization and communities. 
 
Once you plan your project, you will need to invite prospective members to the event. Invite as 
many prospective members as you and your chapter members will be able to work with. You 
want to assign a member to every one or two prospective members so that they can take them 
around and introduce them to other members and Board members, answer questions, and 
recruit them as a new member. If you have too many prospective members, someone might get 
left out and not receive the attention they should and will not join. So when you invite the 
prospective members, keep in mind the number of chapter members that will be attending the 
project. 
 
What type of project should you run during Growth Week? Any type of project you want but 
keep in mind that you want to invite prospective members so the project should be fun and 
interesting in order to get them to attend. Growth Week projects should be easy and fun for 
your chapter. 
 
Growth Week is not only a great way to recruit new members but it is a great way to activate 
current members by assigning them tasks to help your chapter run a successful Growth Week 
project. By running a Growth Week project, you will help to grow your chapter, region or 
district, state, and the nation. Please take this opportunity and run a Growth Week project 
during the week of April 16-22, 2006.

CPG Book Judging at May State Meeting
Chapters are encouraged to put together some CPG Books from your 1st Period projects 
and bring the books to the May State Meeting for competition.  This is how you get your 
outstanding projects and project chairpersons recognized at the state level.  You’re 
already running great projects, so finish the paperwork and get your people recognized for 
their hard work!!! 
 
There is NO COST to submit project books for state judging, and you can submit as many 
books as you wish.  Your chapter can also receive substantial POC points for submitting 
CPG books (up to 500 points per trimester!).  Your CPG Project Books are also a valuable 
tool to be passed onto next year’s chairperson to help them get started and make the 
project even more successful in year’s to come. 
 
This year, our judges will pay closer attention to each book to ensure that it’s submitted in 
the proper format.  CPG Books are quite easy to put together by following a few simple 
guidelines.  Information on the Areas of Opportunities, guidelines for completing the CPG 
and rules for single project entries are all spelled out in the US Jaycees Awards Manual.

CPG Books that are submitted for judging at the May State Meeting that do not conform 
to the US Jaycees guidelines will NOT be judged and the chapter will not receive any POC 
credit for improperly formatted CPG Books!  We appreciate the continuing help of the 
Missouri JCI Senate, as they provide Senator book judges for us at every state meeting.  
It’s important that all books are formatted properly so the judges can focus on the 
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content and the overall impact of the project and are able to make constructive 
suggestions on how to improve the books for year-end judging! 
 
Please bring your CPG books with you to the May meeting and turn them in at the 
registration table no later than 10:00 PM on Friday night.  The winners in each chapter 
division and overall will be recognized at the Sunday morning General Membership Meeting.

income from farming.
