Official Meeting Notice 
 
In accordance with Article VI of the Constitution of the Missouri Jaycees and Section 5 of the Bylaws 
of the Missouri Jaycees, this shall serve as notification that a meeting of the General Assembly will be 
held at 12:00 p.m. on Saturday, on November 3, 2007 at the State Service Center in Jefferson City, 
Missouri.  Changes to the Constitution and/or Bylaws may be proposed and voted on at said meeting. 
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IRS Filing Requirements Change! 
 
Chapters should have received (or will shortly) a notice from the IRS called “2008 Annual Electronic 
Notice Filing Requirement.”  This is a new requirement for non-profit groups such as Jaycee chapters. 

Even if your chapter’s annual receipts are less than the $25,000 required to file a tax return, you 
WILL BE REQUIRED to complete an annual electronic notice, Form 990-N, also known as the e-
Postcard.  For the Jaycee year ended December 31, 2007 the electronic form will be due no later than 
May 15, 2008.  There will be no paper form. 

Chapters will be required to provide the following when you file: 

□ Organization’s legal name 
□ Organization’s mailing address 
□ Organization’s web-site address (if you have one) 
□ Organization’s employer identification number (EIN) 
□ Name and address of principal officer of your organization 
□ Organization’s annual tax period (most are January 1 – December 31) 
□ Verify that your organization’s gross receipts are less than $25,000 annually 
□ Indicate that your organization is still in business 

 
In the coming months, the IRS will publish more information on how to access the electronic site to 
file the form and I’ll pass along any new information as it is received. 

If you FAIL TO FILE, your tax-exempt status can be revoked and the IRS will require you to re-apply 
and pay filing fees to regain your exempt status. 

If your chapter’s annual receipts are more than $25,000 you are STILL REQUIRED to file a Form 990 
or 990-EZ tax return each year.

happy to assist you with these new requirements. 
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Missouri Sales Tax Exemption Requirements 
 
Occasionally I receive calls from chapters that want to purchase supplies for an upcoming project and 
want to know how they can be exempted from paying sales tax.  Sometimes I am asked to provide the 
local chapter with our Missouri Jaycees exemption number, but that is not allowable under the rules of 
the Missouri Department of Revenue. 

Any social, civic, religious, political subdivision or educational organization can apply for a sales tax 
exemption by completing Form 1746, Missouri Sales Tax Exemption Application 
(http://dor.mo.gov/tax/business/sales/forms/1746f.pdf). This form lists the information needed to 
verify the organization is indeed a tax-exempt non-profit organization.  

The initial application may seem lengthy but, if your chapter makes a lot of supply purchases for your 
projects, it’s well worth your effort to apply!

Does Your Chapter Have Insurance? 
 
All chapters are strongly encouraged to carry liability insurance coverage, but often do not know where 
to turn to get such coverage.  When asked, I usually encourage chapters to recruit a local insurance 
agent and ask them to help you find the coverage solution that best works for your chapter.  But if 
that doesn’t work out and your chapter is in need of insurance coverage, or you wish to compare rates, 
contact Lindell Nickelson at lnickelson@sbcglobal.com.
