Here are some general
guidelines for sending care packages:

phone cards (#1 most requested item; so they can phone their loved ones)

VISA and M/C gift cards (#2 most requested item; gives them maximum flexibility)
1 GB and 2 GB USB memory sticks (external hard drives) (blank)

wet wipes, individually wrapped in foil packs (not gel bottles)

disposable razors - men's and women's

movie DVD's (clean content)

music CDs (clean content)

iPods (empty)

small earphones

breath mints

The Rules:

Nothing less than the best for these first class people! All first class, brand new,
unopened, safety-sealed goods for America's finest.

Please include copies of the purchase receipts for the items for safety cross-
checking whenever possible.

Please include a picture of the people sending the goods, and any notes about why
you/ they did this so the troops can know how much the folks here really love, respect and
appreciate them. We want the troops and their families o know who, way back here at
home, is thinking about them.

Cards, letters, and the like need to be unsealed and inspectable.
Transportation of Goods:

Sometimes there will be a substantial amount of goods in one location, and other times
there will be smaller amounts in several cities. Efficiency allows everyone to do more, and it makes
little sense to ship goods 2 - 3 times to get them to the final destination. Therefore, the method
of sending the goods will vary depending on quantities and locations. As a general rule:

if you have assembled several USPS flat rate boxes worth of proper goods, and are
willing to be a registered shipper with SOT, SOT will provide you with APO addresses for
that specific shipment (they change each time).

If you have assembled a pallet's worth of the same or varied goods, please contact
the USJC SOT Program Manager Kevin Alson at kjalson@yahoo.com This e-mail address is
being protected from spam bots, so you need JavaScript enabled to view it. Or call him at
(714) 791-1735 and SOT will determine the most effective method to get it to the troops.

2" Trimester CPG Book Judging - Sept. 7 ™

Chapters are encouraged to put CPG Books together and submit their most outstanding projects
for statewide recognition! All Single Project Entries must be received in the State Service
Center by Tuesday, September 2, 2008 or the books will not be judged.

Book Judging will then take place on Sunday, September 7, 2008 starting at 12 noon at the State
Service Center in Jefferson City. Any chapter that submits one, two or three CPG books for
judging must also send at least one judge. An additional judge is required for every three (3)
books submitted (i.e. 1-3 books =1 judge: 4-6 books = 2 judges: 7-9 books = 3 judges: etc.).

Senate judges will also be there to train the chapter members how to judge the books. This will be
a great learning opportunity for every member to see how CPG Books should look to win the
recognition your projects deserve.

There is no fee for submitting CPG Books for statewide judging. Winners will be announced at the
Fall State Convention, September 12-14, 2008 in North Kansas City.
