Greetings, Missouri Jaycees! After much anticipation and a shipment of the wrong tickets,
we now have tickets available for Missouri Jaycees Day at Busch Stadium. The game will be
Monday, September 13 at 7:15 PM verses the Chicago Cubs. This game is sure to be exciting, as it
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has a very good opportunity for the St. Louis Cardinals to be in the hunt for the playoffs, as well as
a good chance for them to be clinching the National League Central Division, around this time (or
we hope so). This game will take place on the Monday immediately following the Missouri Jaycees
Fall State Meeting and Elections that is being hosted by the St. Charles Jaycees, so plan on
spending an extra day and attending the game with us.

We are working this game a little different this year, as they can be sold by any of our
fundraising program managers to benefit their programs. The reason we are doing it this way is
because the Whisper Ride is about awareness, yes fundraising is great, but we want our members
and our communities to be aware of the health risk as well as the agencies that are looking for a
cure, or helping make the lives better of those suffering form the disease. For each ticket sold
their program will receive $10 and the Whisper Ride will receive $4. So buy your tickets from the
program manager of the cause you want to support. Currently Melanie Wetter and Paul Myer have
tickets in their possession, you can contact the others and they can get tickets from me or you can
contact me directly.

Our tickets are in the Outfield Terrace Reserved , we have seats in section 432, 433, 434,
435, and 437 they are $34.00 each paid by cash or check only. I can also take payments through
PayPal, but there will be an additional $5 per ticket charge to cover PayPal Fees, postage and
delivery confirmation If you are interested in paying with a Credit Card, Debit Card or eCheck, let
me know and I can send you a invoice through PayPal.

We have until around the first of August to sell 500 tickets, as the payment and or any
unsold tickets must be returned to the Cardinals by August 11, so we will not have tickets available
at the fall state meeting. Now is the time to get them, I would like to have all of the tickets sold
by July 10. Remember anyone can buy these tickets, they do not have to be a Jaycee. This is one of
the most heated rivalries in baseball, and Cubs/Cardinals games are always a sell out game, even on
a Monday, so they are sure to go fast. Attached you will find a flier that you can printout to
display at your work or at your meetings and events. Please share this information with your
chapters and see who might want to attend. Our tickets are scattered throughout several sections
in groups from 4-40 tickets, but I can group your chapter members together, if requested on a
first come first serve basis.

The Whisper Ride this year will benefit the Alliance for Paired Donation. The APD matches
one incompatible donor/recipient pair to another pair in the same situation, so that the donor of
the first pair gives to the recipient of the second, and vice versa. In other words, the two pairs
swap kidneys . APD has also pioneered a new way of using altruistic, or good Samaritan, donors, so
that the transplants no longer have to be performed simultaneously. Non-simultaneous Extended
Altruistic Donor Chains (NEAD Chains ) allow donors to “pay it forward" after their loved one
receives a transplant.There are several videos on their website www.paireddonation.org, that focus
on their longest "good Samaritan" chain, this is a chain of 10 people who since 2007 have paid it
forward from one man's random donation to a stranger, whose only condition was that the recipient
of his kidney, find someone who would donate a kidney to another stranger. the first recipient's
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husband gave a kidney to a stranger, and so on and so on. If you get a chance watch the video's on
the website. Wouldn't it be great if the Missouri Jaycees could find one person who would start a
chain by one person donating to a stranger half way across the country You always hear that the
Jaycees can change lives, but what if we would not only change a life, but save a life, talk about
your service to humanity. Hope to see you all in St. Louis on September 13™,
